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GENERAL INFORMATION

The purpose of the School of English, Media Studies and Art History’s HECS-Based Postgraduate Scholarships is to encourage participation by suitable candidates from the staff of the University in postgraduate coursework programs in Science Communication.   

All full time staff who have held appointments at the University of Queensland for at least 2 years and who are eligible to participate in the Higher Education Contribution Scheme (HECS), ie, Australian citizens, New Zealand citizens or Australian permanent residents may apply.  Students awarded these scholarships will be able to undertake studies on a HECS basis in postgraduate programs for which tuition fees are normally charged.  New Zealand citizens and some holders of permanent resident visas, however, will be required to pay the Student Contribution amount upfront, with no discount applied.

The scholarship will be renewed at the end of each semester of the program subject to satisfactory academic progress and continued employment with the University of Queensland.   The scholarship will comprise the difference in the fees paid as a Commonwealth supported student and as a fee-paying student for courses within the nominated Science Communication program.  Successful holders will be required to pay the Student Contribution portion only for their courses. 

Staff may be eligible to seek reimbursement of the HECS-HELP component upon successful completion of the program by applying to their employing organisational unit, in accordance with the provisions of the Staff Study Assistance Scheme (HUPP 5.80.7).
